Course Description and Objectives:  
CONGRATULATIONS!  You have chosen to enroll in AP studio art.  This will be one of the most enjoyable and challenging courses you will take!  This class is a chance for the artistically gifted to excel and receive recognition on a national scale.  Homework in this class resembles the requirements for the AP test, whether you decide to take it or not.  AP studio art requires excellent attendance and participation and I expect you to behave like college students.  I am going to do whatever I can to help each of you individually to succeed on a level you didn’t know you could.

General Learning Outcomes:

All:
· Maintain a strong work ethic.

· Select the appropriate exam portfolio to complete.
· Demonstrate a breadth of 12 high-quality works.
· Develop a body of 12 high-quality Concentration works that are both visually and conceptually cohesive.  This work should also show evidence of artistic evolution.
· Select 5 top-quality pieces for presentation.

· Keep a record of the artistic process, research, and evolution in a Visual Research Journal.
· Develop mastery in concept, composition, and execution of ideas.

Artistic Integrity:  You are expected to produce your own personal imagery.  Work based off published sources and the work of other artists must move beyond mere duplication in order to demonstrate original thought and creativity. 

Drawing:

· Demonstrate mastery of drawing through a wide range of approaches and media

· Explore and develop mastery in the use of:  Light and shade, line quality, experimental mark making, rendering of form, composition, surface manipulation, and the illusion of depth.  These will be explored through abstract, observational, and inventive works.  
· Explore a variety of mark making media, including:  paint, charcoal, graphite, printmaking, mixed media, and other mark making devices.
· Photography, digital imaging, video, installation, and three-dimensional work may NOT be used
2D Design:

· Develop mastery in visual communication using the visual elements (line shape, color, value, texture, and space) and principles (unity/variety, balance, emphasis, contrast, rhythm, repetition, proportion/scale, and figure/ground relationships) of design  on a two-dimensional surface
· Any 2-D process may be used including:  graphic design, digital imaging, photography, collage, fabric design, weaving, illustration, painting, printmaking, etc.  

· Explore digital media as a viable art making tool
Expectations:

All:

· Submit a portfolio for the AP Studio Art test on May 10.

· Exercise self-discipline and motivation throughout the entirety of the course.  Attendance and participation are incredibly important for success in this class.
· Create a Electronic/Digital portfolio of your work
· Participate in group and individual critiques of artwork.  
· Homework:  Specific assignments will be given throughout the course of the year, or you may be asked to simply work on an in-class assignment at home.  For every hour spent in class, you should plan on spending at least one hour outside of class working.  
Drawing:

· Produce a minimum of 24 works that will meet the requirements of the Quality, concentration, and Breadth sections of the AP Studio Art Drawing Portfolio. This breaks down to 12 works of Breadth and 12 works for your concentration.
2-D Design:

· Produce a minimum of 24 works with will meet the requirements of the Quality, Concentration, and Breadth sections of the AP Studio Art 2D Design Portfolio. This breaks down to 12 works of Breadth and 12 works for your concentration.
Course Work:

Projects – 
We will be completed approximately 10 artworks a term. These will be completed both in class and out of class and will consist of both breadth and concentration work.  Each project will have a due date associated with it. These dates are to help you manage your time throughout the class.  You will have a one week grace period to turn in your artwork after the due date. If you work is not turned in within that week, you will receive NO credit.
Turning in your work: In order to turn in artwork for grading the following must be completed.
· Please put you name on the back along with the name of the project turned in.
· Put artwork in the AP IN Folder. (Located in the front of the room)
Digital work may be turned into the AP In folder on the desktop of my computer
· All images must be submitted in JPEG format (file name extension .jpg). 

· All images must meet the following digital size requirements:
· Landscape orientation: 

· Recommended maximum size: 780 × 530 pixels (10.83 × 7.36 inches)

· Recommended minimum size: 480 × 480 pixels (6.67 × 6.67 inches)

· Portrait orientation: 

· Recommended maximum size: 530 × 780 pixels (7.36 × 10.83 inches)

· Recommended minimum size: 480 × 480 pixels (6.67 × 6.67 inches)
· All images will need to have a filename that includes the following: your first, last name and the assignment’s title or name.  For example, if the name of the assignment is “Imposed Box Still Life” and your name is John Doe, you file name would be “John Doe - Imposed Box Still”
Visual Research Journal – 

Every student will need a sketchbook for this course. This will include sketches, thoughts, and a record of your creative process. 
Studio Wednesdays – 

Each Wednesday from 2:30 to 3:30 will be open studio time for AP Students in my classroom. During this time students will work on artwork associated with the course. Students will be required to attend three of these sessions throughout the term. If you are unable to come in after school, two flex times will count as one after school day. 
Critiques – 
Every Friday that we have class will be a critique day. This is an opportunity for you to receive feedback and help from the class. These critical classroom discussions will focus on both formal and narrative qualities. This is meant to be a positive experience for all involved. To help insure this please be sensitive to the feelings of others. Comments should be specific and address formal elements (elements and principles of art), technical proficiency, and/or narrative qualities of the work in question. We are talking about the artwork not the artist. I will do my best to help moderate critiques to help maintain a safe environment for all involved, but if you don’t feel like this is happening please let me know as soon as possible. Bring in an artwork that you are working on or one that you need some help on. It is expected for everyone to have an artwork to discuss and everyone should participate.   
Each student will also meet with me individually to discuss their concentration focus for the year.  During this meeting we will discuss work completed and plans for upcoming artwork.  This critique is meant to help steer them in the right direction both visually and conceptually.  After approval, concentration work will be completed primarily outside of class spread out over the entire year.  This work will be assessed using both individual and group critiques.  A minimum of 12 works must be completed by the end of April.  These 12 works will be submitted as the concentration aspect of the portfolio.  

Assessment and Evaluation: 
Portfolio Development (60%) – 

· Based on finished work as per term quota.

· Graded using the individual evaluation rubrics with the College Board’s Rubric as a guide

· Both volume and quality will be taken into consideration for final grades
Participation (25%) – 

· preparation for final projects

· Preparing work for final evaluation (matting, photographing, and uploading to desktop) 

· Coming to class on time and working on assigned projects
· Visual Research Journal
Lab Days/Critiques (15%) – 

· Attendance and participation during Studio Wednesday’s (three days are required)
· Being prepared for Friday Critiques.

Attendance: 
· EXCUSED ABSENCES:  Absences can be excused only with a note from your parent or guardian given to the office within 14 days of the absence, I cannot accept notes.  If you have an excused absence, it is your responsibility to ask me what needs to be made up; I will not approach you about it.  Make up work is due within one week upon returning to school.

· TARDIES:  If you are late to class it is your responsibility to sign in on the Tardy Sign-In paper located next to the door.  Failure to do so may result in you being marked absent instead of Tardy.  A tardy will also result in the loss of 1/2 your participation points for the day.  You can gain those points back by coming in before or after class for 30 minutes.  If you are excessively tardy (more than 30 minutes) it will be 1 hour of cleaning and a loss of 7 out of 10 participation points.

· TRUANCIES: If you leave class early without my permission, skip class, or arrive with only 15 minutes of class left you will lose ALL participation points for the day and will be reported to the office.  Points can be made up by coming in before and after school and working on your artwork.
